Yakymenko V. M. Issues in the education of migrant children in Western
European countries. The article identifies and characterizes the problems
encountered in the education process of first and second-generation migrant children
in Western European countries. Various generations of migrant children are
considered. Negative influences typical for migrant children are elucidated, including
limited access to socio-economic resources, migration status, low socio-economic
status, limited knowledge of the local language, presence of psychological barriers,
and inadequate family and community support.

The causes of low academic achievement among migrant students are identified
as follows: imperfect educational programs; subjective attitudes towards test
assessment; limited financial resources for providing support; enrollment of migrant
students in schools with low performance indicators; directing this category of students
towards vocational and technical education; lack of proper attention to migrant
children from the state and other regional and local structures; presence of language
barriers.

The conducted research has allowed outlining the pathways to successful
education for migrant children, such as: creating a friendly child-centered
environment free from racism; addressing various psychosocial needs of children;
addressing their linguistic needs.

It has been established that schools play a leading role in the socialization
process of migrant children. The successful integration of this category of children into
the educational environment of schools depends on effective leadership of the
educational institution and comprehensive support from educational authorities and
the government.

The main problems regarding the organization of education for migrant children
in Western European countries have been identified as follows: the existence of
language barriers both in school and in the surrounding environment; unpreparedness
of teachers to organize the education of children from migrant families; concentration
of migrant students in schools with low performance indicators; inadequate financial
support for this category of children and their families; weak interaction between
parents and the school; existence of psychological barriers such as feelings of
isolation, alienation, prejudice; insufficient understanding by the government of the
needs of migrant children; inadequate satisfaction of their psychosocial and emotional
needs; lack of alternative programs for learning English; poor language proficiency
when studying various school subjects, and some others.
