Volodymyr
Vynnychenko is one of the most significant, popular and at the same time tragic fig-
ures in our literature and in the history of Ukrainian national and state revival.

Vynnychenko's novels, novellas, short stories, and dramatic works are distin-
guished by the broad usage of phraseological units. The skillful and well-placed use
of phraseological expressions in his texts serves as a tool for creating artistic imagery,
as it can replace lengthy logical constructions, enliven the speech, and add a special
emotional-expressive tone.

V. Vynnychenko's works are characterized by the metaphorical use of phraseo-
logical units, which are employed not only as individual tools for constructing artistic
images, but also as part of tropes, in particular metaphors. It is the expressive and
stylistic side of phraseological units that takes precedence.

In his literary works, the writer often combines several idioms in close context,
thus reflecting the state of the character as fully as possible.

The author introduces various variants of phraseological units and interjections
into the text, thereby emphasizing it and making it more expressive. Repetitions inten-
sify the tension of the narrative and reflect the emotional state of the characters. The
writer transforms phraseological units in different ways: he breaks their grammatical
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structure; expands or reduces their component composition, replaces the components,
actualizes the double meaning or simply uses a phraseological hint, or resorts to
an extended metaphor.

In addition, the use of several phraseological expressions together, their repe-
titions concentrate the narrative, create a broad psychological canvas on which the
traits of the main characters are revealed.

Thus, V. Vynnychenko extensively uses phraseological units in the artistic lan-
guage of works of various genres. These units, which are primarily a tool for an image
creation, give the characters a special emotionality, reveal their psychological states.
Phraseological expressions, depending on the context and the author’s idea, are of-
ten subject to an individual-authorial interpretation, refreshing their phraseological
imagery.
