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Relevance of the research: In the modern world, people constantly
deal with various stressors of varying degrees of intensity. Wars and politi-
cal conflicts, economic and financial instabilities, polluted environment,
climate changes, global crises, epidemics and natural disasters require a
person to have increased adaptive abilities to adapt and the ability to with-
stand severe and prolonged stress. In addition, people are likely to experi-
ence personal crises and challenges, such as the loss of a loved one, di-
vorce, trauma, or other events that can have a major impact on their psy-
chological state and physical health. Resilience research allows for the es-
tablishment and development of strategies that help individuals better cope
with stress and obstacles.

Research methods: general scientific methods of theoretical research
(analysis, synthesis, induction, deduction, comparison, systematization,
etc.), the method of content analysis of texts.
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Research results: the article presents the results of a theoretical study
of the psychological content of the phenomenon of personality resilience,
which today is understood both as a personal trait and as a dynamic pro-
cess that determines the ability to withstand the effects of severe stressors
and effectively adapt to difficult life circumstances.

Conclusions: A structural and content analysis of the phenomenon of
personality resilience and methods of its study was carried out. It was de-
termined that there are currently two approaches to defining the concept of
«resilience». In accordance with the first approach, resilience is understood
as a certain personal characteristic that determines a person's ability to
withstand the impact of severe stressful situations and effectively adapt to
difficult life circumstances. The second approach provides consideration of
resilience as a dynamic process, the content and results of which are the
successful adaptation of a person to difficult life circumstances. A content
analysis of factors measured by 13 of the most well-known methods of resil-
ience diagnostics was carried out. Based on the factor structure of these
methods, developed within the framework of the respective concepts, the list
of components of resilience turns out to be too meaningful. It is substantiat-
ed that in order to carry out further empirical explorations of the phenome-
non of resilience, the construction of a clear structural-content model and a
concise diagnostic methodology based on the factor structure is relevant.
