It is a place where you can do something useful or interesting,
protection against elements and detractors, it is soil, base, "rear". From here, a
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person goes to other social spaces and seeks to return here. The house is a
metaphor of personality, the result of the life -creation of the subject and at the
same time - the source of its change. However, the problem of studying the
home environment as a factor in psychological well -being in psychology is
insufficiently investigated. There is a lack of psychodiagnostic tools to identify
the level of personality satisfaction with the home environment.

The Aim of the study is to develop and standardize the questionnaire of
the satisfaction of basic needs in the home environment.

Conclusions. The questionnaire presented in the study "Meeting of needs
in the home™ is highly reliability and validity and allows you to diagnose the
degree of satisfaction of social, material needs, needs for safety, love and
affection, as well as actualization in the home environment.
