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Network Interaction and Formation of Collective Action: Social-Philosophical
Aspect

It is established that at the present stage of development the networks bring cardinal changes
in all spheres of public life, and consequently have influence on the formation of collective action.
An example of this is the World Wide Web, computer tutorials, interactive installations in art,
computer animation, digital video and photography that present new social space, which is found in
new ways of world outlook and worldview by the person, in new technologies, forms, tools,
activities, etc. It is mentioned that network interaction is democratic and transparent. The participant
of the network interaction is an active personality who forms around himself or herself the coalition
and the union that a priori forms collective action. It is proved that the network is always interaction
between individuals aimed at the organization of groups for the purpose of forming collective action
to settle certain problems. In this case, the network is defined as a group of three or more people that
collaborate to achieve both personal and collective goals. The place of trust in the network
interaction and what it matters for collective action has been studied. It is noted that trust can arise
only on the basis of common values, compared perception of the social world, own and other social
practices, realizing the opportunity of their harmonization.

The goal of the article is to analyze the impact of network interaction on the formation of
collective action.

Tasks of the article: 1) to reveal the essence of network interaction; 2) to find out the
peculiarities of network interaction in formation of collective action of communities.
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In the network society, individuals have the ability to interact with “others”, to switch
connections between different networks. This is another positive to expand the limits of collective
action. Hierarchies of relationships become horizontal and more complex structured. A person in the
social network has his or her own personal network. The term «community» is defined socially
rather than spatially, so it is clear that modern communities, which form collective action — it is a
community based on shared interests rather than on the basis of family relations or place of
residence. Thus, collective action of the community becomes wider.

Also the influence of blogs on public opinion during the war between Russia and Georgia for
South Ossetia in August 2008 has been mentioned. In the Russian speaking blogosphere news
coverage of those events was called the first blogger war.

In his election campaign in November 2008, Barack Obama actively used the virtual
collective action that was formed due to the Internet technologies, demonstrating their importance in
modern politics. Journalist of «New York Times» David Carr wrote: «In fact, Obama’s campaign
hasn’t brought anything new. He just joined together under one «flag» all new media tools that
resulted in the unprecedented movement, which provided the movement of money to the funds, new
members in the organizations, forces to combat slander and, most importantly — the voices of the
voters».

With the proliferation of the Internet and the number of its participants, there appeared a
possibility of revolutions of the new type. The striking example is the situation in Ukraine. With the
events that have occurred in our country their discussions in Internet blogs have arisen and as a
result socio-political conflicts broke out. Indeed, thanks to the Internet, within a short period of time,
the regions and the world knew about the political situation that occurred in Kiev. To support the
Ukrainian people peaceful demonstration in the UK, Canada and several foreign countries were
held. People around the world follow the events in Ukraine and offer various assistance. In this way
it takes a short period of time at the uncertain territory to form the collective action.

So, the network in our understanding is always the interaction between individuals directed
to the organization of the group with the aim of forming collective action to solve the problems. In
this case, the network is defined as a group of three or more people that collaborate to achieve both
personal and collective goals.

Taking into account the pace of development of the society, we state that individuals in the
information society increasingly become participants of the networks. Such participation has
prospects and considerable influence on the formation of collective action. After all, the network is a
group of individual subjects that interact with each other based on shared values and norms. The
network contributes to the structuring of communicative space, creation of the collective action of
virtual communities, online communities, which under certain circumstances have the ability to
transform into the real unions aimed at achieving a certain goal.
